Climb aboard an open-air tram and enjoy a guided tour that heads up

towards the heart of the island ~Mt. Waialeale.  Along the way your

guides will share with you the history of the sugar plantation era.

Your first stop will be a scenic view point in which you can catch a

glimpse of the center of the island.  The next stop is the tubing canals

where you cruise down a lazy river in the jungle.  Catch some big

smiles and let out a few hoots as you catch speed in a few areas.

Passing through the 5 different rock tunnels will add to the

excitement.  Wrap it all up with a catered lunch thats provided at a

waterfall picnic area.

4 X 4  O F F  R O A D  A D V E N T U R E
Cover 9 – 10 miles of beautiful private ranch land (5000 acres) at the

foothills of Namahana Mountain Range.
